Experience with social media, Canva and like 
programs. 
Experience in Videography and the creation of reels is considered an asset, 
but not required. 
 
Skills: This position requires attention to detail, positive communication skills, 
teamwork, flexibility, and time management skills. 
 
Other: Must provide a valid Social Insurance Number (SIN) card/letter. Must 
indicate if you are an international student and have a valid work permit. 
 
Individuals that have access to a camera (DSLR or equivalent) would be given 
due consideration.
